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A Comparative Study of Learning Figure of Speech And Satisfaction of
Grade Eleventh Students By Using Songs As A Teaching Instrument And
A Conventional Instruction
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to compare learning Figure of Speech and
satisfaction of Matthayomsuksa Five student by using songs as a teaching instrument and
a conventional instruction.The sample group included 60 grade eleventh students of
Sarasas Witead Nimitmai School, Bangkok. The instrument included lesson plan,test and
a questionnaire. The data was analyzed by t-test.

The study revealed that there was a significant difference in grammar learning
achievement of Figure of Speech scores between the control group and the
experimental group. Furthermore, the results frome the questionnaire showed that the

student in the experimental group were satisfied with the song technique at a high level.
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
