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A Comparison of English Reading Comprehension Achievement of
matthayomsuksa 1 Students Taught by Using SQ4R Method
and Traditional Method
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to compare of reading comprehension
achievement and students’ satisfactionof matthayomsuksa 1 Students Taught by Using
SQ4R Method and Traditional Method. The total sample consisted of 2 classrooms of
matthayomsuksa 1 students who were studying in the second semester of the
academicyear2016inThe Demonstration school of Ramkhamhaeng University. The 2
classrooms, each of which comprised 30 students, Group 1 were the control group who
were taught by using the traditional method and Group 2 were the experimental group
who were taught by using SQ4R method. The instrument used to collect were lesson
plans, achievement test and questionnaire inquiring the students’ satisfaction about
SQ4R method. The collected data were analyzed by the statistical means of Mean,

Standard Deviation and t-test Independent.

The research finding were to 1) With regard to the topic concerning reading
comprehension abilities and students’ satisfaction of matthayomsuksa 1 Students taught

by using SQ4R method were significantly higher the traditional method at the .05 level
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
