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Abstract

This article aims to propose practical guidelines for writing a dissertation at the
postgraduate level, with an emphasis on developing high-quality academic writing skills in
accordance with the standards of the Master of Education program. The author highlights common
challenges encountered in the process of research report writing, such as lack of coherence,

inappropriate language usage, and insufficient planning. To address these issues, the article
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outlines key elements that contribute to an effective dissertation, including the ability to answer
the question “why,” clearly presenting key ideas, demonstrating critical thinking, incorporating
originality, using concise language, ensuring cohesion and coherence, and conducting systematic
proofreading. Furthermore, the article underscores the importance of planning and time
management discipline, which are essential for meeting submission deadlines and enhancing the
overall quality of academic writing. This article, therefore, serves as a practical guide for students

to improve the quality of their dissertations and prepare for effective scholarly commmunication.
