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A Study of Factors Affecting English Extensive Reading among Grade 6 Students
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Abstract

The objective of this study was to study the factors affecting English extensive reading
among Grade 6 students. The sample group consisted of 40 Grade 6 students from
Rittiyawannalai School, Saimai District, Bangkok, in the academic year 2024, selected by
purposive sampling. The research instrument was a questionnaire divided into three parts:
general information of respondents, factors affecting English extensive reading, and one open-
ended question regarding approaches to improving English reading skills. Data were analyzed
using descriptive statistics, including frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results revealed that the overall factors affecting English extensive reading among
Grade 6 students were rated at a high level (M = 3.51). When considering each aspect,
grammatical structure was rated the highest (M = 3.71), followed by vocabulary at a high level
(M = 3.54), and content at a moderate level (M = 3.29), respectively. These findings indicated
that these three factors affected students’ English extensive reading ability, with grammatical

structure emerging as the most influential factor in enhancing students’ English reading skills.
