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Abstract

This survey research aimed to examine Grade 12 students’ attitudes toward learning
English through cooperative language learning approach. The sample consisted of 150 Grade
12 students from Thepmongkolrangsri School, Kanchanaburi Province, selected through simple
random sampling. The research instrument was a questionnaire on students’ attitudes toward
cooperative learning instruction. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including
mean, percentage, and standard deviation. The findings revealed that the students’ overall
attitude toward cooperative learning instruction was at a high level (M = 4.38). The statement
“| feel proud to help one another” received the highest mean (M = 4.51). The findings indicated
that students had positive attitudes toward cooperative learning instruction, as it enabled them
to learn English through mutual support, responsibility, participation, and effective
collaboration, resulting in a positive learning atmosphere and an enhanced sense of pride in

their group’s achievements.
