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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate students’ opinions toward activity-based learning
(ABL) for English phonics vocabulary pronunciation skill. The sample consisted of 22 Grade 2
students from Ban Chiang Khan “Wichitwittaya” School under Loei Primary Educational
Service Area Office 1, during the first semester of the academic year 2025, selected by simple
random sampling. The research instrument was a 9-item questionnaire designed to measure
students’ opinions. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including mean and
standard deviation.

The results showed that students’ opinions toward ABL were at the highest-rated
aspects (M = 4.68). When considering each item, it was found that the statements with the
highest-rated aspects of agreement were “| feel happy and motivated to continue learning
Phonics through activities” and “Activities help me remember English vocabulary better,”
which obtained the highest mean score (M = 4.82). These findings indicate that activity-based
learning management is effective in promoting students’ enthusiasm, enjoyment, and active
participation in learning. It also helps improve their ability to pronounce English vocabulary
accurately and with greater confidence. Furthermore, the study suggests that teachers can
apply these findings as guidelines for designing diverse and appropriate learning activities

that suit students’ proficiency levels and effectively promote active learning.
